Declaration of Interests – Councillors are invited to declare any personal or prejudicial interest, including the nature and extent of such interests they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting. They are also reminded to consider whether in the light of recent activities any items within their Register of Interests should be updated. 

1).i. The minutes of the meeting held on 7th December were agreed and signed.

2). Clerks report. i. Active Village money, this is a grant to the parish for sport related activities for parishioners, to date there has been Tai Chi classes, Zumba, cycling club, a table tennis table and coaching and  walking routes events are planned. But there is still a considerable amount of money to allocate, so the sports club are to be asked if they need any equipment along with the cricket club, it is also to b asked if training for certain sports can be paid for, these questions are all to be put Mr James Jourdi the TDC contact. The parishioners who have attended the Tai Chi classes have expressed there gratitude.

3). Chairman Report, i. The rails by Nursery Close have been erected just prior to Christmas.

ii. A draft report on the Liaison meeting which was held at Deep Moor on the 9th January was read to the meeting the main points raised were: 1. the state of the road outside the entrance especially to the right which lorries are not supposed to turn, Mr Bowman is to get highway engineers to investigate. 2. The end height of the waste mass will be to planning permission requirements. 3. The odour which is observed closely by the Environment Agency, it was commented that there has been very few complaints of late regarding odours. 4. Leachate Management the new treat that is planned was explained but is subject to planning permission, would significantly reduce the number of tankers going off site. 5. Solar panels this is under consideration but not planned due to the reduced feed in tariff at present. 6. Electricity generated on site currently 2 megawatts are produced from extracted land fill gas enough to power 4,000 homes a year.7. Alternative treatments such as anaerobic digesters were discussed. 8. Landfill Tax credit scheme Mr Vickery did point out that funding is available for projects which meet the funding requirements. It was agreed to provisionally arrange 6 monthly liaison meetings.
Comments brought forward by councillors was that the poor condition of the road out side the entrance especially when turning right should be pursued to get action along with the fact that lorries come straight out without stopping also it was reported that Mr and Mrs Adams would be willing to allow draining to be carried out using pipes from the entrance towards High Bullen and to allow the water to be deposited through the hedge into there ditch. This is to be pursued.

A letter has been received from a residents in High Bullen pointing out the seemly random charging for household waste which is no longer free taken which is taken to the tip, the resident suggested a board with the tariff rating so it was clear how much everyone has to pay, he also pointed out the poor state of the road, this letter along with a covering letter from the parish council agreeing with these points is to be sent to Devon Waste Management.
4).Highways i. The state of the road on Park Hill was reported also equally the state of the road from Woolly Cross down towards St Giles, these will be reported along with the fact that a large portion of tarmac has been washed away at Great Huish.
