1).i. The minutes of the meeting held on 12th October were agreed and signed.

2). Clerks report. i. The clerk has contacted DCC regarding erecting street lights at High Bullen due to cost saving DCC are not putting up street lights now, but did say if the Parish Council or DC Councillor wished to fund the amount it could be done, the cost is some where in the region of £1000 but DCC said that did not favour single street lights. ii A template of the sign to put near the style on the Recreation Field was shown, all in favour. iii. A final closure on the Telephone kiosk has been received, the Parish Council are now legal owners of the kiosk, a notice will be placed in the box stating this, also a K series information pack has been received for any maintenance etc that may be required on the Telephone box. Mr B King has kindly agreed to repair the kiosk and it was suggested to ask Mr Whitlock to paint it in due course. BT are to be asked if the light in the Kiosk at High Bullen can be replaced so it is working again.
3). Chairman Report, i. The rails by Nursery Close are still awaited. ii. Mr N Hopkins declared a personal interest in the item to be discussed. A written estimate has been received from Messers Easterbrook for the repair work to the Village Green, it being £2000 it was felt the area was in very poor repair and the work would have to be carried out.

4).Highways i. The subsidence of the road at Deep Moor has been reported. Pot holes were reported at Higher House Farm, Park View, Whitsleigh Cross to Roborough and by Whitsleigh Barton, also the trees are very over hanging from Whitsleigh Cross to Ebberley.

5. County/ District Councillors items   Councillor Martin did offer his apologies. It was reported that Mr B King did attend the meeting the previous night at Alverdiscott to discuss wind turbines but a TDC representative failed to attend.

The Standing Orders were signed. Iv. A TDC Prioritisation Budget Questionnaire has been received the Chairman and Vice Chairman have completed. A fund raising jumble sale has raised £150.00 toward the cost of the new play equipment. The extra pieces of play equipment have been insured at no extra cost this year.
