3). Chairman Report, i. The Chairman, vice Chairman and Mr A Partridge from D&C Housing and Ms M Davis from DCC have met regarding rails at Nursery Close to stop cyclists riding right out onto the road. A two metre rail in front of Nursery Close and one metre rail by the Dodscot turning have been agreed and are awaiting confirmation. ii The communal gardens at the Nursery Close site were discussed at the site visit, subsequently the residents have done the gardening, there is also a puddle at the entrance when it rains, this was also discussed. Ii. The ever present water on the Village Green was highlighted it was suggested to contact SWW to ensure there is not a water leak, and to get quotes from builders to put a drain in by the cobbles, a site visit was to be carried out after the meeting.

4).Highways i. The over hanging trees at Watergate, which is between Whitsleigh Cross and Ebberly is to be reported. Pot holes were reported in Kingscott, and again the road at Park View was highlighted to Cllr A Boyd as requiring structural work, and also the drains by Well Park have been blocked for a very long time with no response to reporting being undertaken.

5. County/ District Councillors items   Cllr Martin reported that letters are to be sent to all parishioners from TDC regarding the fact that St Giles has been included in a second phase of the active village project which is in relation to sports amenities. The most effective response would be if a similar reply to a required project was given by many responders, Sarah Kelway is to look into this.
