Mrs L Herniman and Mr B king attended the Torrington Area Advisory Group meeting which discussed Conservation Areas which was very informative.
4).Highways i. Pot holes were reported from Higher House to South Lodge, Kingscott High Street these are to be reported. Cllr Boyd requested at the last meeting for roads to be put forward that require construction work on them the Parish Council put forward Park Hill and Park View which is subsiding, these will be forwarded to Cllr Boyd.
5. County/ District Councillors items   Cllr Martin reported that he had question planning with regard to the granted permission at Woolleigh Bridge and the visibility along the main road, he reported that highways recommended 170m visibility but TDC planners revised this to 40m a letter is to be sent to TDC planners asking why they did not request 170m as a condition to granting the permission. Cllr Martin also said he has a £300 Community Grant between his three parishes.
