1).The minutes of the meeting held on 16th February were agreed and signed.

2). Clerks report. i. Nursery Close, an email was relayed to the meeting with regards to the notification of tenants for the eight houses it appears some tenants were notified prior to others, but all successful applicants are viewing the properties on Friday the 11th March. TDC are to be contacted to see if when a property becomes available in the future if the Parish council could be notified due to the local connection criteria, so as to be able to inform any other local applicants of the availability. It was also suggested to ask the present tenants to inform the Parish Council of their intension to move. Pearce’s hand over the properties on the 25th March to Devon and Cornwall Housing association and the tenants can move in on the 4th April. A call has been received from a parishioner; Mr Ashman noting the original suggestion that the porches would be constructed of stone, but the meeting was informed that due to the cost element this was unable to be fulfilled. Ii. Three further nomination papers has been received these are now with the chairman, completed papers have to be returned to TDC from the 25th March to the 4th April noon.

iii. Ms Mary Rees from the Environment Agency has been contacted with regard to the complaint of the noise from Deep Moor, no evidence of noise was found emitting from the site on a visit from the Environment  Agency to the parishioners residence, the parishioner is to be asked to contact the Environment Agency again with an update.

3). Chairman Report, i. A letter has been received from a parishioner with regard to holding a charity event in the summer with live music. The cricket club have been approached with regard to fencing off the wicket. It was agreed to send a letter of reply saying yes in principle to the planned event, but insurance would have to be sought which the Parish Council could arrange but at a cost to the organisers and a suggestion of a donation to the Recreation Field fund would be appreciated. Ii. The problem of dog fouling in the village was raised the dog warden is to be contacted and a note put in the parish magazine.

4).Highways i. Pot holes were reported at Park View again along with South Healand and Little Healand, bottom of Gayson’s Hill and from Higher House to Oak Trees. A street light outside of the Old Post Office has a shield on it which is preventing the light being splayed to the best advantage this is to be highlighted to the DCC lighting department.
5. County/ District Councillors items i Mr B King attended the Great Torrington Advisory meeting and reported that the Parish council will be receiving up to date maps highlighting the gritting route and salt bins. Over the northern area of Devon being TDC and NDDC 401 sites have been identified for housing. Placing of documents in the achieve at Barnstaple library is free, this raised the question of the Tithe map with a suggestion that it be put out on view for a day, with this being advertised in the magazine.
