A letter has been received from the Land Registry outlining the Village Square a small proportion is marked as belonging to the School House, regarding the remainder the Land Registry are to be contacted again to ask what the register contains and regarding title. 
3). Chairman Report, i. The chairman thanked every one who was involved in securing the manhole cover on the Village Green the builders Messer’s Ian and Kevin Hill did an excellent job and a thank you to Pearce’s for putting a protective cage around the damaged man hole. It has now been repaired. 

4).Highways i. Information regarding clearing snow and ice from pavements and public spaces was circulated to councillors, a full copy is available on the web site. The problem of water over the road by and above the entrance at Nursery Close was discussed as it is in need of being redirected into drains or gullies, Mr N Hopkins suggested to wait until the entrance is completed to see if the drains being put in for the new development will aid the flow of the surface water. The roads around Higher House and Kingscott have been reported as being very dangerous; a bag of salt is to be requested at Higher House Cross. The road has been requested to be closed from the end of Flavills Lane to Stoney Ford due to the treacherous road conditions. Pots holes have been reported at Park View and road subsidence at the High Bullen side of the Deep Moor entrance, these will be reported.

The Great Torrington & District Local Community Partnership meeting is to be held on Thursday 9th December with the main topic being the coalition’s new initiative of the “Big Society”.
