1).The minutes of the meeting held on 13th January were agreed and signed.

2). Clerks report. i. Emergency plan, Mrs Verity Hookway has agreed to be a co-ordinator and is to meet with the chairman and clerk prior to the next meeting, there are Parish Council Emergency Planning Support Sessions being held the closest being at Rosemoor on the 2nd of March from 6-8pm. ii. The housing scheme contract has been signed by Devon and Cornwall housing and is awaiting the vendor to sign to then put in planning. iii. Nominations for the Royal garden Party are to be Mrs L Herniman and Mr B King.
3). Chairman Report, i. Mrs Herniman reported that some High Bullen residents adjacent to the road have requested street lighting, so Mr D Turner has kindly agreed to ask all the residents concerned for their opinion and report back to the next meeting for further investigation to be made. Also requested by the residents of High Bullen was for a speed survey to be carried out this is to be requested. 

4).Highways A Highway Maintenance Surgery was held on Wed 10th Feb from 10am to 12pm, at The Clinton Hall Merton, it was an opportunity for councillors to meet with highways maintenance and traffic staff to discuss future programmes of work, ongoing issues etc. 
A very large pot hole was reported at Deep Moor this is to be reported and the unsatisfactory job that has just been completed along that road. Pot holes are also to be reported at Well Park, Park View and along Dodscott road
5. County/ District Councillors items









Cllr Morrishs comments were relayed to the meeting that TDC are hoping to keep council tax to a 1.5% increase with £400,000 being added to the reserve, with the reserve now being in the region of £1M. Cllr Boyd reported that DCC are to keep their budget below a 2.5% increase with a good budget for the coming year. The budget has been increased on highways by £4m and also an increase in budget for the services for children and young people. The savings have been made on in house costs. The Local government review on Unitary Status today reported that Exeter is to be made a separate unitary with the remainder of Devon a separate one also this stems from the previously failed Exeter bid and is not financially sound. The cost to set up will vastly exceed the projected cost, with predicted services lost and council tax raises. DCC are to put in a legal challenge to this ruling on the grounds that:

i. the Boundary Committee recommendation have been ignored.

ii. The proposal is unviable financially

iii. The Secretary of State has said it is unviable financially. 
ND and TDC are now working together to reduce costs and if the unitary went a head the majority of central government grants would go to Exeter.

Cllr Boyd has been made chairmen of the Health and Adult Scrutiny Committee which is to support carers, if anyone has any issues regarding support for carers there is more information on the website.

ND and TDC Core Strategy Forthcoming Consultations were relayed again to the meeting and the

Draft Winkleigh Airfield site Development Brief was available for consultation.

Mr G Hookway gave an update on the play equipment, two quotes have been received for the metal shoes to be put on the ends of the poles from Alco Engineering and the Ironworks at Newton Tracey with approx £30 between the quotes both in the region of £1300 plus other expenses of the poles, concrete etc the work is expected to cost over £2000. Cllr Andy Boyd very kindly agreed to grant some money towards the project which the council thanked him very much; the relevant forms have to be completed. It was proposed by Mrs C Pedlar and seconded by Mr C House to undertake the work all in favour; it was then proposed by Mr N Hopkins and seconded by Mr B King to accept Alco engineering’s quote as they are in the parish, all in agreement.


10). Dog bins; Mr Hookway reported that the order has been placed and we are awaiting delivery, , three are to be located in St Giles, Skittle Alley path, by the Recreation field and near the War Memorial and one in Kingscott after consulting the residents and one in High Bullen after consulting these residents.
