1).The minutes of the meeting held on 10th February were agreed and signed.

2). Clerks report. i. A report was given on the proposed housing scheme in St Giles, both parties have now signed the contracts and a planning application has been submitted to TDC, the Housing Association were asked for a draft Section 106 which has been sent and is in the order of the policy to cover the cascade effect for housing allocation. Mr N Hopkins reported the application has now been lodged with TDC. Mr Hopkins then declared a prejudicial interest and left the room. Plans of the proposed housing scheme were looked at by all councillors, due to timescale the Housing Association is under for applying for the grant a response to the planning application was proposed. It was proposed by Mr G Hookway and seconded by Mr Barry King, all in favour” This scheme is well supported by the Parish; two public meetings have been held both being well attended with considerable positive interest. It will provide much needed (as shown by our Housing Needs survey) Affordable Housing for local people. The appearance of the proposed development is in keeping with the traditional look of the village. The Parish Council fully supports this application.”
When the application is received notices will be put on the notice boards asking if anyone would like to view the plans which will be with the chairman and make any comments regarding this application. A timescale will be put so the parish council’s response can be retuned promptly. 
3). Chairman Report, i. Mrs L Herniman and Mr B King reported on the emergency Planning session they attended stating the session was very informative and attended by a number of emergency agencies. A Parish emergency plan will now be collated.

4).Highways i. A speed survey for High Bullen was requested but it was reported one had been carried out in February 2008 and that the average speed was 38mph in a 30mph zone, highways would like to see 85% of traffic travelling at 35mph or below. It was agreed to ask for advice on how to reduce speed and request a flashing 30mph sign.
The road at Deep Moor was highlighted as being in a very bad condition.

After consultation the residents of High Bullen do not want street lights.
5. County/ District Councillors items









Cllr Boyds grant form has been competed with a request for £1400 towards the cost of repairing and renewing the play equipment. Cllr Morrishs reported on the Unitary decision on Devon, the recommendations have been over looked in preference for a single unitary for Exeter , DCC have put in a judicial challenge with a review date of April the 27th. The judge presiding has a right to overrule this decision which will mean the end of the Exeter unitary. If the judge was to agree then it would go to the House of Lords for a decision.
TDC has some challenges regarding personnel; there are 92 less staff than 18 months ago.  The reserve is in the region of 1.8 million pounds not including the £670, 000 for the Lidels site in Torrington.

Ms Nicola Bullbeck is the new chef executive jointly with Teignbridge, her salary is a £35,000 saving on the previous chef executive. Council tax is to rise with DCC accounting for the largest percentage with 
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the Police next. As Leader of TDC Cllr Morrish reported there are concerns with the planning department. Cllr Morrish was asked for his support of the proposed housing scheme for St Giles.
