Time for Public Participation 
The chairman welcomed Ms Liz Steele, Miss E Mitchell from TDC housing and Mr Alan Partridge from Devon and Cornwall housing, this is a follow up meeting from the July meeting for people to ask questions with regard to their applications for the 8 affordable houses. Liz Steele reported that the houses will be advertised around Christmas time approximately two months before the hand over which is expected to be around the week beginning the 25th February. The advert will appear on the Devon Home Choice website but can be sent by mail if requested. The advert will only appear for one week unless all houses have not got suitable applicants. Individuals were encouraged to talk to a member of the TDC team if they are having problems with their application. 
The meeting was assured as these houses are on an exception site with a 106 condition they will be allocated to people with a local connection even if interested applicants are in  Band E. Exception sites are produced for people not able to buy or rent on the open market to help families etc stay in their local parish, the development would not have gone ahead if there had not been a proven need for the houses, those who completed the housing appraisal originally will be contacted again to ascertain there circumstances at present. If more than 8 people apply with a local connection bands will be applied and then further considerations. 
When people are contacting TDC housing they must say they are interested in the St Giles houses and have a local connection as most houses in the Devon Home Choice portfolio do not have these restrictions attached to them. Devon Home Choice only started in early 2010 and covers the whole of Devon including Torbay and Plymouth; the exception site applications need further tweaking. When the advert comes out it will say for those with a local connection only to apply but many others will try, Devon and Cornwall housing who eventually decide on the occupants, they will have 2-3 people dealing with applications and will liaise with TDC, it will be allowable to have under occupancy in this case i.e. a couple applying for a 2 bedroom house. The Parish council have been asked to provide D&C Housing with a list of all known people that are interested that have a local connection. The Parish council will be informed when the advert comes out. The hand over from the builders to D&C Housing is usually on a Thursday or Friday with successful householders moving in on the following Monday. 12 parking spaces have been allocated for the 8 houses. If well over subscribed by local people phase two was questioned theoretically it could go ahead but practically it would be a very long time. In TDC this is the first exception site to be processed. The Post Code for Nursery close is EX38 7AZ.
The Chairman thanked Ms Steele, Ms Mitchell and Mr Partridge for coming and all of the interested individuals that attended the meeting.

4).Highways i. The road from High Bullen to St Giles is to be closed from the 22nd November to the 26th November for utilities work to be carried out for the new houses. Again it was reported that there are substantial pot holes on Park Hill and Week Hill, along with Kingscott Bridge and the middle of Kingscott. These will be reported again. The letter from DCC regarding Winter Services on Devon’s highways has now been completed and will be returned
5. County/ District Councillors items i. Cllr Andy Boyd reported that the Communities Bill will be introduced in Nov/Dec it will mean communities will have more control and will get greater responsibility, in the interim the Parish council’s voice will be stronger. Cllr Boyd also highlighted the advantage of having an Emergency Plan in place.
