Time for Public Participation 
Mrs Lorna Herniman welcomed Mr Alan Partridge from Devon and Cornwall Housing and Ms Rachel Webb from TDC regarding the Affordable Homes for local people on the proposed development for 8 houses in the village. The proposal is progressing, with the purchase of the land in the hands of the solicitors. The proposed plans were on view. The grant bid has been put in for all rented accommodation but this could be assessed in time in relation to the mortgage situation and if the market picks up two could be converted to shared ownership. The Homes and Community Agency to whom the grant is being applied to are at present over subscribed and seem to be granting more in favour of schemes that already have planning permission, but Mr Partridge was confident that if the grant was not initially granted Devon and Cornwall Housing would progress with the planning permission and then reapply.
The Devon bank is to be moved back slightly from the plans to allow greater visibility and the access is being left into the rest of the field for possible further development and will allow for extra parking at present. The plans show that the architect has introduced porches with stone and dormers over the upstairs windows to tie in with the terrace in the village, TDC are to be thanked for their contribution for the inclusion of the stone as this adds to the cost of the build. The whole project is under an S106 for local people on the cascade system i.e. parishioners have first priority then neighbouring parishes., but people who have lived 5 out of the past 11 years and these with family ties also have a priority the full set of local connection conditions are in the Local Plan on the TDC website.
If all goes to plan it is anticipated to be on site by March 2010 with a 40 week build it is hoped for people to be moving in be Christmas 2010.
Mr Partridge and Ms Webb were thanked very much for attending and it is very much hoped all goes to plan.
