 4).Highways i. The road from High Bullen to St Giles is to be closed from the 22nd November to the 26th November for utilities work to be carried out for the new houses. It was reported that there are substantial pot holes on Park Hill and Week Hill, along with Kingscott Bridge and the middle of Kingscott. These will be reported. A letter has been received from DCC regarding Winter Services on Devon’s highways, highlighting the salting network for both the primary and secondary networks along with the locations of grit bins this was discussed. It is to be reported back and requested that the gritter extends his route up to Higher House
