Declaration of Interests – Councillors are invited to declare any personal or prejudicial interest, 

including the nature and extent of such interests they may have in any items to be considered at this 

meeting.

1).The minutes of the meeting held on 10th June were agreed and signed.

2). Clerks report. i. Empowering Communities in Devon Conference is to be held on the 22nd July at 

Sandy Park, Exeter. ii. A letter regarding the “Proposed dog control measures” was read to the meeting 
noting that the proposal now is that all public areas within the district will be subject to a dogs on leads 
by direction order i.e. on leads when requested to do so by an authorised officer. In respect of the “dog 
fouling order and dog exclusion order, including enclosed play areas and recreation facilities”, the 
Council has resolved to adopt these however with explicit exceptions which include the police, rescue, 
hunting, pest control and dogs for the time being employed in agriculture. Existing staff are to enforce 
the powers together with PCSO’s. Parish Councils have been asked if they would like to develop a 
role, this was declined.
3). Chairman Report, i. The Tanton memorial for Mr B Tanton is to be held at the Parish Hall on the 26th July with a commemorative bench and a tree planting, the position of the tree was discussed, it was agreed for the clerk to contact a member of the family and suggest the tree could be planted along the bottom hedge of the playing field on the west boundary facing the pond were a plaque could be put on the fence.
4).Highways 
The Lengthmans gang has been visiting the parish with a satisfaction card sent by Mrs L Herniman. It is to be reported that tyres have reappeared at the bottom of Park Hill and the village is getting very weedy.

5. County/ District Councillors items
Cllr James Morrish addressed the meeting reporting that TDC are doing well, the completed accounts 

for the past financial year were most successful, with the Districts proportion of the council Tax for the 

present year held at last years rate. Shared services with NDDC must happen as next year there will 
be a 10% reduction in grant from central government plus a 3% reduction under the gunshan system 
therefore meaning a 13% reduction in funding, so shared service is essential this does not mean 

an amalgamation but for example NDDC has 15 managers with TDC having 8 so savings could be

made. The money allocated for the sports club is anticipated shortly, the next financial year has started

so another £2000 is available for Cllr Morrish to allocate to worthwhile causes. Cllr Morrish reported he 

has very much enjoyed the last two years as Chairman and would welcome to be informed of any 

issues so he can help deal with them.

Cllr Andy Boyd reported he was pleased to be representing the community of Torrington Rural, under 
the new administration the new committee structure is being sorted out. Cllr Boyd has a budget of 

£10,000 to grant to worthwhile causes over his 18 parishes that he represents. Likewise Cllr Boyd

is available for consultation if issues arise, contact details are on the TDC website under TDC 
Councillors. The new chairman of DCC is Mr J Berry from Mid Devon. Mr John Rawlinson is to 
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be thanked on behalf of the Parish Council including thanks from Cllr J Morrish and Cllr A Boyd for all 
his dedicated work over his term in office.
